PACE SPLITS NON-CONFERENCE DOUBLEHEADER WITH DOMINICAN
BRIARCLIFF MANOR, NY – The Pace University softball team split a non-conference doubleheader with Dominican College, taking the first game, 5-1, while dropping the second game, 3-2.  Pace improves to 3-11 on the year while Dominican goes to 6-8.  
In the first game, freshman Kelly Kinyon (Levittown, PA) pitched a complete game, allowing one run on four hits while striking out four.  Kinyon helped her own cause at the plate with a 2-for-3 showing with two runs scored.  Classmate Alton Frisbie (Indian Hills, CO) drove in two runs, as did junior Jenna Hutchison (Lodi, NJ). 

Pace scored four runs in the 1st inning and tacked on another in the 5th, as Dominican starter Christine Stathes (Cornwall, NY) allowed five runs on seven hits.  In the 1st, Sheila Mercado (Greeley, CO) and Kinyon both singled and Jackie Burd (Levittown, NY) walked to load the bases.  Frisbie then singled to left field, scoring Kinyon and Mercado.  After Michelle Brigham (Unionville, NY) hit a ground ball to second base, Burd was caught in a run down, putting Frisbie on third and Brigham on first.  Both would score on Hutchison’s double to left field.  Kinyon held Dominican scoreless until the 5th inning when Jackie Terpstra (Middletown, NY) led off with a single to third base.  Crystal Helmke (Pearl River, NY) and Kristine Knuth (Staten Island, NY) both followed with singled to load the bases.  Kerry Furey (Pomona, NY) then hit a towering shot to right field, scoring Terpstra on the sacrifice fly.  In the bottom half of the inning, Kinyon singled with one out, and then was driven in by Burd’s double to center field.  

In the second game, both teams scored in the first inning, with Dominican striking first.  Knuth led off with a walk and was then sacrificed to second by Terpstra.  Both runners moved up a base on a groundout by Stathes.  Katie Farrugia (Cornwall, NY) walked to load the bases and Meghan Suttlehan (New Windsor, NY) reached on a fielding error by Pace shortstop Tess Bair (Gaston, OR), scoring Knuth.  In the bottom half of the inning, Bair led off with a walk, but was caught stealing on the next pitch.  After Brigham reached on an error, Kinyon singled to left field, moving Brigham to second.  After Burd struck out swinging, Mercado then drove Brigham in with a single to left field.  

The score would remain scoreless as Pace starter Angela Locsin (San Martin, CA.) retired the final 12 batters she faced, exiting the game after the 5th inning.  Locsin allowed one unearned run on one hit over 5 innings, while striking out four.  Dominican starter Michelle Bark (West Milford, NJ) held the Setters scoreless until the 5th, getting out of a bases loaded jam in the 4th inning.  In the 5th, Bair led off with a walk, and then stole second base.  Brigham dropped down a perfect sacrifice bunt, moving Bair over to third on the play.  After Kinyon lined out to shortstop, Burd dropped in a RBI single in shallow left field, scoring Bair and giving the Setters a 2-1 lead. 

In the 6th, Julie Hunt (Mahopac, NY) relieved Locsin.  Knuth reached on an error by the second baseman and Terpstra singled to left field.  Stathes then dropped down a sacrifice bunt, moving Knuth to third and Terpstra to second.  Knuth would score on a wild pitch by Hunt, which would tie the game at 2-2, and Terpstra would move to third.  Farrugia then singled to right field, scoring Terpstra with the go-ahead run.  After a leadoff walk to Bair in the bottom of the 7th, Bark retired the next three Pace batters to pick up the win and improve to 4-3 on the season.  Hunt took the loss after blowing the save, to drop to 1-6 on the season.
