QUALBEN STYMIES RAVENS, SETTERS WIN 20TH 
RINDGE, NH – David Qualben (Bronx, NY) continued his dominance over Northeast-10 Conference teams with a 13-strikeout performance against Franklin Pierce in a 3-0 win in Rindge, NH.  Pace improves to 20-11 on the year and now posts a 15-3 record against Northeast-10 Conference teams. Franklin Pierce goes to 16-9 overall and 10-6 in the NE-10.  Franklin Pierce entered the game ranked 29th in the Collegiate Baseball magazine poll and 1st in the National Collegiate Baseball Writers Association Northeast Region ranking.  Pace was ranked 4th in the NCBWA regional poll. 

The win gives head coach Henry Manning his first 20-win season of his six-year coaching career and marks the first time at Pace since 1996.  It is also the 11th time in the 57-year history of Pace’s baseball program that the team reached 20 wins.
Pace jumped on the board in the top of the 5th inning when Brian Hollrah (Glenwood, MD) walked to lead off the inning and then stole second base.  After Matt McNichol (Staten Island, NY) also walked, Franklin Pierce starter Keith Brouillard (Westport, MA) then uncorked a wild pitch, moving Hollrah to third.  Hollrah would score when Mike Pahira (Homdel, NJ) grounded into a double play.  
Pace would tack on two more runs in the 7th when freshman Jack Cawley (Bronx, NY) reached on an error and then stole second base.  Hollrah would come up big for the Setters once again, doubling to left center field, scoring Cawley.  Hollrah would cross the plate with the Setters’ third run of the day when Pahira singled down the rightfield line. 

Qualben turned in what has become a typical start for the sophomore southpaw.  Qualben retired the first 11 batters he faced, striking out seven. He held the Ravens scoreless while scattering six hits over 7 2/3 innings to improve to 4-3 on the season. His strikeout of Franklin Pierce’s Matt Anderson (Medford, MA) gives Qualben 100 for his career in his second season on the Pace roster.  Earl Oakes (Bristol, CT) pitched the final 1 1/3 to pick up his 8th save of the season, tying a Setter single season record set by Shelby Langford during the 2001-02 season.  Oakes broke the career mark of eight, held by Langford, with his 7th save of the season in Sunday, April 17th 3-1 win over Bentley. 
Pace will return to action when they host Felician College on Wednesday, April 20th at 3:30 p.m. at Finnerty Field on the Pleasantville campus of Pace University.  Pace will square off against Franklin Pierce again on Thursday, April 21st at 3:30 p.m., also at Finnerty Field. 
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
