A Message from Dr. Victor Goldsmith, Associate Provost for Sponsored Research and Economic Development
New Funding Opportunities in Washington and Other Grant Programs of Interest
To The Pace Community,

First, I wish to inform all of you that in the recently completed fiscal year, 2004-05, Pace has set a new record in grants obtained that were processed through our Office. Though not all the numbers are in yet, it would appear that we will have reached a total of at least $5.5 million. This represents an increase over the previous year's total of $4.9 million.

In order to maintain this upward trend, on October 28 I visited three offices at the Division of Undergraduate Education (DUE) at NSF and four at the US Dept. of Education in DC. We have had a number of successful grants at all these offices. I learned of future opportunities not yet posted on their web sites, as well as existing programs. Some have excellent odds (i.e., high percentage of accepted proposals). For sure, first time programs have the best odds of all. I will first mention some suggestions from the program officers, then new, not yet posted, programs coming early next year (January or February), and then other programs of interest, as well as the program officers for each program.

SUGGESTIONS

An important suggestion: All programs, especially NSF, are looking for reviewers (all expenses are paid) for their review panels. This is one of the best ways to learn the way to write a good proposal for the specific program of interest, as well as in general. In addition it is a good way to establish relationships and meet potential funding partners. I was encouraged to submit Pace candidates to DUE, with some measure of assurance that some Pace researchers would be included in the panels. I encourage you to send me an e-mail with your interest and I will forward it to the appropriate DUE program officer.

All program officers encouraged interested faculty to take the following steps for enhanced success in their proposals: 1. Carefully review the posted announcements; 2. Prepare a one-page description of their proposed project, however rough; 3. Send this to the program officer, followed up with a phone conference (they tell me the best part of their job is talking and helping interested grant proposers); 4. Review previous successful – proposals--sometimes available on their Web sites, sometimes obtained from the successful PIs, and always available in the files of the agency's D.C. offices.

FUNDING

1. NEW PROGRAM AT DIVISION OF UNDERGRADUATE EDUCATION (DUE), NSF S Step (or maybe to be called S Stem) Scholarship Program. This will replace C-CSEMS. There will be a new influx of money, totaling $75 million, the source of which will be the money obtained from the government from foreign student visas, now to be recycled for scholarships. The purpose will be to fund scholarships for science students, newly expanded to all science and engineering fields (previously only biology). Also, the scholarships will be expanded from $5,000/yr to $15,000/yr. There is no URL yet, but start looking in January 2006. In the last round of the old program there were 110 awards, with an excellent 40% acceptance rate. It is assumed that with the higher scholarships, more private universities, such as Pace will be attracted to this program. The program officer is Mark Burge (mburge@nsf.gov; 703-292-4645).
2. A BROADENED PROGRAM AT NSF WITH GREATLY INCREASED FUNDING RESEARCH INIATIVE GRANTS (RIG), Division of the Integrative Organismal Biology (BIO/IOB)—a new name—for biology only, though broadly defined. This is for new PhDs and new assistant professors in training in new techniques, getting new skills, and mentoring of underrepresented groups, including African Americans, Hispanics, and women. Money is for research @ $75,000/yr x 2 yrs, + $25,000/yr for equipment. Forensic Science is but one program that comes to mind. Of interest here is the high success rate of 16 applications out of 76 submitted in the last round. The next round of proposals are due January 12, 2006. The program officer is Godfrey Bourne (703-292-8423) and he welcomes enquiries. Professor Josh Schwartz received a grant from one of Bourne’s other programs.

3. CAREER ADVANCEMENT (CAA) Similar to the above program, also in NSF's BIO/IOB, with the same program officer. This program is aimed at higher professorial ranks.

4. For "Biological" Science Equipment, the NSF program officer is Gerald Selzer (gselzer@nsf.gov; 703-292-8470).
5. NSF - ATE (ADVANCED TECHNOLOGY EDUCATION) Funding is for two-year colleges (but a portion may be subcontracted to Pace) to assist the colleges in a number of ways including course development, set up programs, science laboratories, etc. This is also aimed to help the articulation process. Given the extensive articulation network of Pace with two year colleges, this would be a good possibility for Pace University. 6. NATIONAL SSI DIGITAL LIBRARY PROGRAM this is a very competitive program, but the grants run from smaller startup grants to $2 – 3 million each. The purpose is for designing new interfaces and or new modules for teaching and for internet based digital libraries. It is a natural match for development of online teaching, certainly an important activity being developed at Pace University.
The program officer is Mark Burge, PhD.
7. INTERNATIONAL EDUCATION PROGRAMS (IEP), US DEPT. OF EDUCATION Altogether there are 14 programs. Some have annual RFP's and some only every four years. They are briefly described in the attached (scanned) brochure. Please review all the programs in the attached brochure, which includes the program officers and their contact info. Of especial interest to Pace are: A. Centers for International Business Education - unfortunately the next round is November 15, 2005, and then four years latter. B. Foreign Language and Area Study (FLAS) Fellowships - a $60 million Program C. International Research and Studies: INTERNATIONAL EDUCATION PROGRAMS BROCHURE. An Important Program Officer Contact for all IEP programs is Mike Nugent (202-502-7522). Other Program Officers: Ed McDermott (ed.mcdermott@ed.gov; 202-502-7636) and Susanna Easton (202-502-7628).
This is but a very small sample of the vast number of funding opportunities in DC that all are encouraged to pursue, as noted in our Funding Opportunities Newsletter that we send out regularly and post on our Pace   University web site.
