TWO SETTERS NAMED TO THE NCBWA ALL-REGION BASEBALL TEAM
RINDGE, NH – David Qualben (Brooklyn, NY), along with classmate Earl Oakes (Bristol, CT) were named to the National Collegiate Baseball Writer’s Association All-Northeast Region team.  Qualben was chosen by the Northeast Regional Writer’s committee as one of the top four starting pitchers in the region after posting a 6-3 record with a 1.19 earned-run-average.  

The sophomore lefthander pitched a team high 68.1 innings while striking out a school record 84 batters. Qualben also allowed just nine earned runs and 35 hits while walking just eight batters all season.  Qualben had four games with 10 or more strikeouts and six starts with eight or more.  He also tied the school’s single game record with 16 strikeouts over nine innings while allowing two hits against Southern New Hampshire on April 7th, 2005.  
In the Northeast-10 Conference, Qualben ranked 3rd in earned-run-average (1.19), 1st in opposing hitters batting average (.149), 2nd in strikeouts (84), 2nd in pick-offs (6), 3rd in hits allowed (35), 4th in earned runs (9) and 4th in bases-on-balls (eight). Nationally, the second-year southpaw was 3rd in Division II in earned-run-average and 10th in strikeouts per nine innings (11.1). On April 28th, Qualben was named the Pace Athletics co-Male Athlete of the Year, sharing the honor with teammate Matt Reilly. 
Oakes was named to the region’s 2nd team after establishing himself as one of the dominant closers in the region. Oakes finished the year with nine saves, a Pace single season record, while breaking the career mark in the process. Oakes appeared in 18 games, holding opposing teams to nine hits over 18.2 innings while striking out 24 without allowing a run all season.  Oakes’ save mark ranked 2nd in the Northeast-10 and 14th in Division II baseball.  
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
