SETTERS FALL TO SOUTHERN CONNECTICUT
NEW HAVEN, CT – Southern Connecticut State’s Jeremy Terni (Uncasville, CT) hit a bases loaded, three-run double in the bottom half of the sixth inning as the Owls defeated Pace, 5-3, in Northeast-10 Conference baseball action. The Setters drop to 27-16 overall and 20-7 against NE-10 opponents, while the Owls improve to 28-10 overall and 25-5 conference play.

The Setters jumped on the board early in this contest, pushing across a run in the top of the first inning as Matt Castellano (Staten Island, NY) hit a sacrifice fly to left, scoring JC Pullum (White Plains, NY). Castellano went 1-for-2 in the game with an RBI and a run scored.  Pace added a pair of runs in the sixth inning, as Pullum scored from third on a passed ball, and then later on in the inning, Jack Cawley (Bronx, NY) singled up the middle to score Castellano.

Southern took lead in the bottom half of the sixth, as Steve Gatewood (Franklin, MA) and Sean Morgan (Maynard, MA) were each hit by pitches to start the inning.  Then, after back-to-back walks to Tyler Call (Hopkinton, MA) and Mel Davis (Bristol, CT), Terni provided the key hit, doubling to left to give the Owls the lead for good. The Owls tacked on one more run in the inning to go ahead 5-3 and cap the scoring for the game.

Southern used a season-high seven pitchers, as Dan Stone (Portsmouth, RI) picked up his third win of the season (3-0) as he tossed just one inning, while striking out two. Right-hander Jared Rohrig (Milford, CT) came on and pitched a perfect ninth for his fifth save of the season.  The Setters also used a season-high in pitchers with six. Starter David Qualben (Brooklyn, NY) pitched two scoreless innings, striking out two. Bryan Hallberg (River Edge, NJ) pitched the fifth inning and the first four batters in the sixth, picking up the loss, allowing four runs (all earned). 
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
