Monica's actions on Friday are consistent with Carmen's Statute. Monica's actions on Saturday are consistent with Carmen's statute. The statute states that Monica must be home at 11:00pm[,] and she may not exceed going out more than twice a week unless the occasion is a family event. A family event means that every member of the family must be present at the event.	Comment by ddoernberg: “Statute” should not be capitalized.	Comment by ddoernberg: Strange syntax here.  It would be simpler to say that Monica may not go out more than twice a week unless. . . .”	Comment by ddoernberg: Family event or special family event?	Comment by ddoernberg: This may be correct, but we do not really know that after Case # 4.  Carmen does state that the whole family is going, but it is not clear that that is a sine qua non for characterizing the event as special.  It is a point worth mentioning, but I think the authors conclude a bit hastily that no event can be a family event if someone is going to miss it.
Monica's Friday action is consistent with Carmen's statute because Monica was home by 10:55 p.m. and she entered the house by 11:15pm. This was also her second night out so she did not exceed Carmen's limit of 2.	Comment by ddoernberg: I think I would phrase this differently.  Monica may have been consistent.  The authors do not really mean to conclude at this point that Monica did not violate the rule.  After all, they have not yet gone through the arguments pro and con.
I also want to caution you about paragraphs of fewer than three sentences.  Occasionally they are useful for dramatic effect, but far more often they indicate an organization problem and should be combined with either the preceding or succeeding paragraph.  
However, Monica was only in the driveway[,] not in the house[,] which does not satisfy the intent of Carmen's statute. The intent of the statute is that Monica be in the house for the purpose of preparing for bed for sleep and homework. Monica cannot prepare for bed or homework completion on the driveway in the car. So being on the driveway does not satisfy the reason behind Carmen's statute. But unless Monica is only allowed to be in her room and nowhere else in the house after 11:00pm the statute is ambiguous.	Comment by ddoernberg: Ah, yes; I always did lots of homework in my sleep.  Somehow my parents were never able to appreciate the efficient beauty of that arrangement.  	Comment by ddoernberg: “Policy”	Comment by ddoernberg: This goes too fast.  Whatever else it is, the driveway is not “in the house.”  Perhaps it counts as being home for some purposes but not for others.  I also think this sentence would work better if inserted earlier, perhaps even in the preceding paragraph.  
Monica's Saturday action is consistent with Carmen's statute because family events have priority over the limit of 2 rule. This precedent was set by her Uncle's Birthday Party. The basketball event that Monica wants to attend is an event that includes her family. Additionally, Sunday, traditionally known as a day of rest is to be dedicated to sleep and homework.	Comment by ddoernberg: “arguably consistent”	Comment by ddoernberg: “Birthday Party” is not a formal name and therefore should not be capitalized.  For that matter, neither should “uncle” in this instance.  If using the title as part of his name, then capitalize it.  	Comment by ddoernberg: Well, perhaps so, but that did not seem to sway Carmen in any of the precedent cases.  In addition, this sentence is a bit out of place.  The remainder of the paragraph talks about why this is or is not a family event, and the authors should stick with that topic for this paragraph.  Sunday's availability as a catch-up day is a separate argument.  
However, in order for the event to qualify as a family event the whole family must attend, according to case 4. Since Carmen is not going to attend the game, the event cannot be considered a family event. Since the basketball game is not considered a family event[,] if Monica goes then her action will be breaking the limit of 2 rule. So she should not be able to go to the game.	Comment by ddoernberg: “[L]imit-of-2 rule” is better, because this is a compound adjective.  
Law Firm __ contends that Carmen should treat each month like a cell phone plan and allow for roll over minutes and roll over nights out a weak in regards to her statute.	Comment by ddoernberg: A bit more careful proofreading would be good at this point.  I read this sentence and felt week in the knees.

Law Firm __ also sees Carmen's rule as ambiguous as stated above and arbitrary because sleep deprivation and unfinished homework as a result of a family event is no different than sleep deprivation and unfinished homework as a result of a basketball game.	Comment by ddoernberg: This word should be “from.”
Finally, Law Firm __ contends that Carmen is able to make an exception to the rule of only two activities because she made an exception for Monica to go to her Uncle's B-day party when she had not finished her homework and already [had] been to two activities in one week.	Comment by ddoernberg: Technically this pronoun refers back to “Carmen,” because “Monica” is the object of a preposition.  That aside, there is no question that Carmen can make an exception.  The issue is rather, as a predictive matter, she will make one.
