· Bachelor’s degree from an accredited institution or Master’s degree from an accredited institution in a field other than Education
· Minimum GPA of 3.0 (Upon the recommendation of the Dean, Graduate Faculty Admissions Committee or the Director of Student Support Services, candidates whose GPA is less than a 3.0 may be admitted on a conditional basis, provided that it is determined that the candidate has the necessary knowledge and skills to complete the program successfully.)
· Transcript review demonstrating background in Arts and Science, Content Area Major, and Pedagogical Core consistent with New York State requirements
· Completion of the application process, including three letters of recommendation, personal statement and interview.

	Curriculum

	(a) General education core in the liberal arts and sciences. All candidates are required to meet Pace University’s scope and distribution of Liberal Arts and Sciences courses.  If a candidate’s transcript indicates that the candidate has not met a requirement, that requirement must be met by taking a college level class in that area, by passing a CLEP, and in some cases, by submitting documentation that the requirement has been met through life experiences.  The Liberal Arts and Sciences requirements are one course in each of the following areas:  Artistic Expression, Communication, Humanities, Historical and Social Science Concepts, Language Other than English, Information Retrieval, Science Process, Mathematics, and Written Analysis/Expression. 

	

	(b) Content core. The liberal arts and sciences majors or concentrations that meet the content core requirements are those listed by NYS DOE.  Transcripts are carefully reviewed to insure that candidates are prepared with a content knowledge base for assisting students in meeting the State Learning Standards.
