Need for the program: 

A. What need will be met by the proposed program? 

This proposed new M.S.Ed. Literacy Specialist Program was developed to update our approaches to teaching preservice and practicing teachers about language development, literacy instruction and literacy assessment.  As it develops a new vision, the new courses mostly build on the old ones with additional foci on research, inclusive approaches to teaching and assessment, competencies that extend to coaching/mentoring other teachers, and instruction with and about technology integration. The program’s content falls within federal and state guidelines, regulations, and policies. The new and revised ED 650 course builds a foundation for the new program.  Some of the newly developed courses provide overlap in credits for the Educational Technology and Special Education programs (which will align with standards set for those two disciplines); however, all courses align with the standards set by the International Reading Association for effective completion of a graduate level reading program, and all courses prepare the graduate students for the reading specialist certification exam.

The potential population will remain as:

-Students interested in pursuing a M.S.Ed. Literacy Specialist degree

-Students continuing on to the M.S.ED. in Literacy from the Combined Degree Program
