MODIFICATIONS FOR THE MOL MAJOR  
This modified MOL major gathers and aligns dispersed offerings in several disciplines to form one attractive and innovative major program. In addition, study abroad for language majors will be strongly recommended. Our “modern language and cultures” title embraces the latest recommendations of the Modern Language Association that calls for language programs to include lesser taught but critical languages, incorporate the study of culture in every level of language, and provide a more interdisciplinary perspective by interweaving the study of other disciplines throughout the language and culture program. The revisions we propose do just that. We expect to expand our major language tracks to include Russian, and combine the language major w/ currently existing Area Studies minors and concentrations.   

MOL Tracks
· Traditional MOL major—dual language—24 credits of 300-level courses in French, Spanish, Italian or *Russian; 12 credits at any level in one of the following languages offered in our department—Chinese, French, Italian, Japanese, Russian or Spanish.

The language major in any one of the above languages (24 crs. at 300-level) is combined with an additional 12 credits of related area studies courses taught in English and approved by the Chair of the department.
