Description: The second semester of Classical Civilization [CC2] continues, combining Phi 297G - Ancient Philosophy and Literature and His 107-World Civilization I.  In this LC we will look at some views of those in the Classical world on how human beings can live a good life. Phi 297G does so by raising questions, from the perspective of Greek political philosophy, Greek tragedy and comedy and Roman history.  For example, we will be raising questions about the nature of the best possible form of government in which human beings can live and questions about the best possible ways in which human beings can survive in the world in which we find ourselves. Texts will include Aeschylos' Persians, Sophocles' Antigone, Plato’s Republic,  Aristotle's Politics and Constitution of Athens, and Livy's The Early History of Rome. HIS 107 examines the historical context of the Classical world by learning about the creation, golden age, and downfall of Ancient Greece and Rome. We will work to understand the daily life of the Greeks and Romans including their environment, religion, economy, government, philosophy, and military campaigns. Additionally, other ancient civilizations will be touched upon to understand the role Greece and Rome played within the ancient world.

Course Description: This course is a WRAP course because it's about Writing, Research, Analysis, and Photography. It is an introduction to the great tradition of documentary photography or photojournalism (storytelling and communicating with pictures). At the same time, this is an economics course, which means any student enrolled in this class knows the basics of Micro and Macroeconomics. NYC offers a rare opportunity to observe many economic issues that you learned in your principles courses - economic growth, inequality and poverty, volatility in financial markets, welfare costs of immigration and discrimination, etc. During the semester, you will become skilled at observing the economic phenomena around you in a new way and will work on assignments that will emulate what it is like to be a photojournalist, say for The Economist. Because it is a writing enhanced course (WEC), there will be a heavy emphasis on writing. The course will require reading and writing about both, photography and economic issues, as well as doing photography on a regular basis. In addition to advancing your knowledge of micro and macroeconomics, the class emphasis is on what photographs mean to us, on doing documentary work, and on telling stories with photographs. Your primary function will be to make storytelling images of the economic issues we discuss in a classroom and communicate about your photographs.

Learning Community Course Description:  In this LC, students are introduced to intersectional and interdisciplinary readings to immigration and Englishes. In our current times, with populist movements increasing their supporters worldwide and with massive migration, our perspective on how we teach immigration and identity must be adapted accordingly. Students learn how to navigate the many sites that deal with immigration, from humanitarian to government to non-profit organizations. Thus, they learn how to distinguish among the ethos, pathos, and logos of several immigration-related discourses and how we can witness more clearly the increasing usage of Englishes. Another component of this LC is related to experiential learning via field trips to the Alexander Hamilton U.S. Custom House; the Tenement Museum; the 9/11 Memorial Museum; The trinity Church; et al. As a comparatist, it is important to teach my students to seek connections between literary texts and other fields of study and thus to enhance their interdisciplinary thinking and writing. All the chosen texts have been carefully selected to produce strong yet productive debates on relevant socio-political topics related to immigration.

Course Description:  The Pace Environmental Clinic experience is unique in higher education. Its goal is to provide students from a variety of majors with professional-level training in the real world of environmental policy and practice. Student teams conduct casework on cutting edge issues that apply and expand upon their fields of study through the practical application of policy, law, business, science, technology and more. Student clinicians attain an understanding of the forces that shape environmental decision-making, and learn to command the diverse skills necessary to be an effective advocate in the professional world. Student clinicians also learn the specialized civic-engagement skills that enable them to become active citizens, such as legal, political and communication skills training, preparation of hearing testimony, news release writing, bill drafting, and lobbying. The Clinic regularly interacts with a wide variety of experts and professionals inside and outside Pace. Students who take the course can expect to find themselves participating in official decision-making processes ranging from local to state to federal levels of government. .

Course Description:  This course is designed as an interdisciplinary specialtopics course focused on contemporary forms of youth resistance in the United States. It introduces students to critical literatures from youlh and childhood studies, gender studies, political science, popular culture, sociology, and digital media studies in order to understand what youth resistance and rebellion means in the 21st century. We will examine how young people become activists driven to change the wor1d and in doing so investigate their involvement with U.S. social movements including the March for Our Lives, Black Lives Matter, Dakota Access Pipeline, Occupy Wallstreet, Carry That Weight, #MeToo and Trans Activism among others. With an emphasis on young people as essential social movement actors, this course makes visible youth activist strategies and practices. We moreover think about the ways in which age matters to activist praxis. From political demonstration and protest to digltal media, podcasts, and hashtag activism, young people not only challenge normative structures of power but also theorize new visions of social justice. In this course we situate contemporary youth resistance among radical feminist, queer, anti-racist, anti-colonial, anti-imperialist histories and social movements.
